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Script Writing

Description:
By learning the theoretical fundamentals of screenwriting and engaging in individual project work, this course aims to foster a complex creative mindset, equipping students to become successful participants in the creative economy. Through understanding the foundational elements of the creative process, students will gain insights into the preparation of various events and the different phases of a classic film script (e.g., film idea, synopsis, treatment, storyline) and its main types (fiction and documentary, original and adapted screenplays). The course will offer students the opportunity to work on short and feature film scripts, allowing them to develop a deeper understanding of these forms. Screenwriting will be examined as an applied art, utilizing practical examples to expand the concept of the screenplay. The course aims to introduce both the theoretical and practical aspects of screenwriting, placing them within a historical context and providing a practice-oriented approach to the creative process.

Use of Artificial Intelligence:

The use of other types of artificial intelligence applications (such as text generation programs) is prohibited in class, as the main goal of the course is to develop the students' own creativity in creating texts.
